Beginning Fly Fishing

Our beginning fly fishing class consists of four sessions:

Class #1 (2 hours)

Terminology, basic knots needed to rig your fly rod (fly line to reel, leader to fly line, tippet to leader, fly to tippet), and bugs (what do trout eat, basic bug identification, and how to select what fly to use). 

Class # 2 (2 hours)

Casting basics. Learn how your fly rod works, how to rig and hold your rod and the 4 most common casts you’ll use fishing (bow and arrow, overhead, swing, and roll). We will use diagrams, DVDs, and a fly-o-rod to practice our casts indoors or go outdoors with our rods, weather permitting. 

Class #3 (1 hour)

Meet at Westmoreland Park Casting Pond (still water) or walk over to the Willamette River (moving water) by the office to practice casting on the water.

Class #4 (4 hours)

A Saturday or Sunday field trip (to be decided in class) to a local river for a day of fly fishing to practice what you learned and hopefully catch fish! Lunch provided.
